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At the outset, the Registrar and Member Secretary welcomed members
of the Board of Management to the meeting. Hon’ble Vice Chancellor and
Chairman also welcomed all the members of Board of Management of UHS,
Bagalkot for the 43rd (Emergent) Meeting of Board of Management. The
Registrar requested the Hon’ble Vice Chancellor and Chairman to chair the
meeting and to conduct the deliberations as per the agenda for discussion.
After the detailed deliberations on the agenda subjects, the following decisions

were resolved during the Board meeting.
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Item
No.1

Confirmation of the minutes of the 4271 meeting of the
Board of Management held on 14.12.2017.

Discussion and Resolution :

Hon’ble member Dr. Y. B. Patil has given comments on
proceedings of 42nd meeting of Board of Management, UHS,
Bagalkot held on 14.12.2017 vide letter dated 01.01.2018, same
has been submitted to the Board meeting. After detailed
discussion on the comments, the following decisions were taken
and some information were brought to the kind notice of the
Board.

1) To submit the proceedings of the Board meeting to the
members of the Board, so as to reach them in time.

2) To record the detailed subject and discussions related to the
item in the proceedings.

3) To record the names of the members who have attended in
the meeting orderly as per the Hon’ble Governor’s Office
notification.

4) It is brought to the notice of the Board that, the University of
Horticultural Sciences, Bagalkot has adopted the C & R rules
of UAS, Dharwad for direct recruitment and promotion of
non-teaching staff w.e.f., 01.04.2009. The University has
given age relaxation to the in service employees including
DRE/MRE employees of the University and also to attend the
interview over and above the ratio prescribed b the University
in direct recruitment as per the C & R rules. But, there is no
provision to consider the DRE/MRE employees to the posts
notified under in-service quota by the University.

5) To initiate necessary action as per the provisions of UHS Act,
2009 and Statues for constitution of Local Inspection
Committee to inspect the private institutes for affiliation and
recognition wunder University of Horticultural Sciences,
Bagalkot. Further, it was decided to write a letter to the Govt.
for seeking clarification with respect to inclusion of one non-
official Board Member in the above said committee.

6) To initiate necessary action with regard to transfer of Sri. B.
S. Malligwad to Regional Horticultural Research and
Extension Centre, Kumbapur (Dharwad) based on the
requirement and vacancy position of the University.

7) It is brought to the notice of the Board, that the University
has initiated the following actions for the development of
newly established College of Horticulture Engineering and
Food Technology, Devihosur by the Government under
University of Horticultural Sciences, Bagalkot.
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1) University of Horticultural Sciences, Bagalkot has
submitted a detailed proposal for release of Rs. 36.43
crores for development of College of Horticulture
Engineering and Food Technology, Devihosur, accordingly
Govt. has sanctioned the grant of Rs. 10.13 crores and
already released the budget of Rs. 5.00 crores.

2) Govt. has sanctioned total 21 teaching and 23 non-
teaching posts for College of Horticulture Engineering and
Food Technology, Devihosur vide order No. 3ne 433 3wead

2016 dated 03.07.2017 and permitted to fill up same phase
wise.

3) University has submitted the draft notification to Hon’ble
Governor through Govt. for approval to fill up the above
said posts.

Further, it was brought to the notice of the Board that, PG Centre and
College of Horticulture has been established at GKVK Campus,
Bengaluru as per the Act & Statues and Government orders.

8) After detailed discussions with respect to approval to calling
tender after technical and financial bids, Board directed the
University to follow as per the KTPP Act and delegation of
financial powers and to submit the finalized tender details to
the Board for information.

9) To include the audit objection compliance report in the main
agenda as per the suggestions of the Members.

10) It was informed to the Board that, due to some clarifications
regarding Hyderabad Karnataka reservation and also
instructions to be incorporated in the notification, the
notification has been withdrawn. The same will be
re-advertised after receipt of special permission from
the Hon’ble Governor since the present Vice-Chancellor
tenure period is less than 6 months. To initiate necessary
action for filling up of the above posts after receipt of the
permission as per the provisions.

11) It was informed to the Board that, the University has followed
ICAR, New Delhi guidelines by-and-large and some
modifications were incorporated as per the decision of
Officers Committee Meeting for selection of ‘Best Teacher
Award”. The item will be placed before the Academic Council
and Board of Management for ratification of action taken by
the University in this regard.

Approval for constitution of Local Inquiry Committee to
inspect private colleges for affiliation under UHS, Bagalkot.

Discussion & Resolution :

As per Section 44 (6) of UHS Act, 2009, there is provision for
affiliation of colleges and recognition of institutions. Hence, the
University of Horticultural Sciences, Bagalkot has invited the
applications for affiliation of colleges run by the private trusts
vide notification No. R/Tech.Div/Affi/376/ 2017-18 dtd:
28.06.2017. In response to this, totally six applications have
been received from various private institutions for the affiliation.
The scrutiny committee constituted by the University has
scrutinized all the applications and the following three
institutions have been found eligible for affiliation as per the
provision.

1. Shri Basaveshwara Veerashaiva Vidyavardhaka Sangha,
Bagalkot.
. Ambedkar Tatva Education Trust(R), Bidar.
3. Sampoorna Horticultural and Research Institution (SHRI),
Channpatana, Brudavan education Trust, Bengaluru.
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As per the guidelines, the Local Inquiry Committee constituted
by the University has to visit and verify the available
infrastructural facilities for feasibility of starting of Horticultural
College/Diploma to the above three institutions. In this regard,
the Local Inquiry Committee was proposed to the Board. After
detailed discussion, Board directed the University to submit a
proposal to the Govt. for seeking clarification regarding inclusion
of one non-official member in the said committee.

Approval for procurement of scientific equipments for the
various departments of the UHS, Bagalkot.

Discussion & Resolution :

The Board examined the proposal for procurement of scientific
equipments viz., (1) Atomic absorption spectrophotometer (AAS) (2)

Atomic Absorption Spectroscopy (AAS) (3) Steam Distillation Unit (1000
kg cap) along with necessary automation for loading and unloading and
cooling tower (4) Twins Crew Extruder & (5) Atomic absorption
spectrophotometer (AAS) under various projects at UHS, Bagalkot.
After detailed deliberations and considering the essentiality to procure
the scientific equipments, the Board accorded its approval for proposal
and directed the University to invite the tenders as per norms of UHS
and KTPP Act. Further, Board directed the University to provide the
finalized tender details to the next Board meeting.

Approval for tendering of civil works for College of
Horticulture Engineering & Food Technology at Devihosur.

Discussion & Resolution :

Discussion was held with respect to approval for tendering of
civil works for College of Horticulture Engineering & Food
Technology at Devihosur. The Board directed the University to
take action as mentioned below ;

1. An amount of Rs. 36.43 crores estimated cost is required for
civil works of College of Horticulture Engineering and Food
Technology, Devihosur. But the Govt. has given approval for
Rs. 10.43 crores only. It was decided to re-submit the
proposal to the Govt. for getting administrative approval for
the same.

2. Accordingly Govt. has already released Rs. 5.00 crores. There

is a provision to call tender process after release of 30%
budget, out of the total estimate cost. It was decided to send
proposal to the govt. for release of remaining budget of
Rs. 5.43 crores during this financial year 2017-18.

3. Budget released by the Govt. need to be utilized before 31st

March, 2018 and in view of the tenure of the present Vice-
Chancellor tenure period is less than 6 months, it was decided
to send proposal to the Govt. for clarification regarding
floating of tender and its approval.
