After detailed deliberations, Board accorded
its approval to invite tender for purchase of Inductively Coupled
Plasma Atomic Emission Spectrometer (ICP-AES) System for
College of Horticulture, Kolar. Further, Board directed the
University to invite the tender in this regard as per the norms of
UHS and KTPP Act, without waiting for the confirmation of the
minutes.

The Secretary to
Government, Department of Horticulture, GOK suggested the
University that, there should not be any changes in the
Common Statutes of five Farm Universities, except academic
programmes of UHS, Bagalkote. Further, Secretary also
suggested the University to incorporate the suggestions as
discussed in the meeting and circulate the same among all
Vice-Chancellors and Registrars of the Farm Universities of the
State requesting them to send the comments, if any
typographical error or any major omissions/suggestions before
submitting the same to the Government for approval.

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The Members of the Board suggested the University to organize
the study tour to Vietnam during the month of February, 2020.
The Chairman informed that, due to shortage of funds and
preparations for the upcoming events viz., visit of Peer Review
Team and conduct of 9% Convocation of the University to be
held during the month of January and February, 2020
respectively; in view of this it is not possible to undertake Study
Tour Vietnam in the present financial situation. In this regard,
the Hon’ble member Sri R. Chowda Reddy Thoopalli informed
that, he will try to get special funds from Government for
undertaking Vietnam tour. If exclusive funds are released for
the purpose by the Government, the proposal will be examined.
Further, the study tour will be organized by the University
during the month of April-2020 to Germany and Netherland
countries for 10 days with financial assistance from the GIZ
authorities.
